1. Submitting an abstract

A. Important Information 

1. An abstract template is a Microsoft Word file which is designed to ensure that your abstract is prepared in the right way for publication. Please save this template file to your PC’s hard drive and use it when you prepare your abstract.

2. Abstracts are required for all papers and posters. Abstracts MUST be submitted using the template form provided.

3. Each abstract must fit within the abstract template and use the Arial font in size 10
B. Preparation of Your Abstract

1. Is necessary to include the names of author and their affiliations (institutions).  

2. The title should be as brief as possible but long enough to indicate clearly the nature of the study. Capitalise the first letter of each word.  No full stop at the end.

3. Abstracts should state briefly and clearly the purpose, methods, results and conclusions of the work.

	Introduction:
	Clearly state the purpose of the abstract

	Methods:
	Describe your selection of observations or experimental subjects clearly

	Results:
	Present your results in a logical sequence.

	Discussion: 
	Emphasize new and important aspects of the study and conclusions that are drawn from them


4. Open the template file and enter your abstract into it following the instructions above. Save it and make a note of its saved location.
